THEOPHANIES

Today’s readings recount three theophanies, or
particular manifestations of God’s presence. The
prophet Isaiah is caught up in a dramatic scene of
heavenly worship, with a royal throne, burning embers,
and seraphim singing, “Holy, holy, holy.” Isaiah is
overwhelmed. In the responsorial psalm, the assembly
adds its own worship to that of the seraphim: “In the
sight of the angels, I will sing your praises,

Lord” (Psalm 138:1).

Paul reminds the Corinthians of his own experience of a
post-Resurrection appearance of the Lord, making him
an apostle, but one “born abnormally” (1 Corinthians
15:8), since he had no acquaintance with the earthly
Jesus. The first of those who did know the earthly Jesus
were surprised by fishing advice from the teacher who
had commandeered Simon’s boat, resulting in an
extraordinary catch. Although less colorful than those
of Isaiah or Paul, this theophany was just as
overwhelming.

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LIVING AS A SYNODAL CHURCH
COMMUNION. PARTICIPATION. MISSION.

Pope Francis has invited everyone in the Church — all the baptized faithful — to embark on a journey
together — a synod. Through listening and discernment rooted in the Holy Spirit, the entire People of God
are being called to contribute to this synodal process by which the Church deepens in understanding of her
mission and looks toward the future. The full voice of all People of God is needed for true discernment as
we listen to one another in the Holy Spirit.

During this remarkable journey, we are called to be a #listeningchurch.

The synodal process has now entered the diocesan phase and Our Lady of Grace will begin our own synodal
encounters beginning this month. Our Synodal Team is training facilitators in each parish organization and
ministry to host a synodal encounter within their respective groups. Those encounters will be reported to the
parish and the Archdiocese by the end of May, 2022. All diocese and archdioceses in the United States will
then produce a report to submit the Vatican, which will ultimately produce a universal report culminating in
the Synod of Bishops on Synodality in 2023.

In our synodal encounters, we will be asked to reflect and discuss the following main questions (other,
parish-specific questions may also be discussed). We are providing them to you in advance to allow you to
pray and reflect upon them prior to your own synodal encounter:

e A synodal Church journeys together as it announces and lives out the Gospel. Describe how our parish
journeys together today as we announce and live out the Gospel.

o What is the Spirit asking us to do as a parish (and you to do as a member of the Body of Christ) to grow
in our journey together? What are our hopes, dreams, and vision for our parish as we journey together
into the future? What are your hopes, dreams, and vision for yourself to give or receive on our journey
together into the future?

Please pray for the fruitfulness of the synodal process here at Our Lady of Grace, in the
Archdiocese of San Antonio, and the universal Church using the Prayer for Synodality:

We stand before You, Holy Spirit, as we gather together in Your name.
With You alone to guide us, make Yourself at home in our hearts;
Teach us the way we must go and how to pursue it.

We are weak and sinful; do not let us promote disorder.

Do not let ignorance lead us down the wrong path nor partiality influence our actions.
Let us find in You our unity so that we may journey together to eternal life
and not stray from the way of truth and what is right.

All this we ask of You, who are at work in every place and time,
in the communion of the Father and the Son,

Forever and ever.

Amen.
