PERSISTENCE

Exodus recounts the journey of the Israelites out
of slavery in Egypt to the land promised to their
ancestors. It was not an easy journey. In today’s
reading, they are attacked by Amalek and his
soldiers, members of one of the peoples who

live in the land through which the Israelites are
traveling. Moses was on the hilltop with his arms
raised to invoke the LORD’s assistance in the
battle below, a powerful illustration of the
LORD’s favor upon Israel. If the soldiers were to
lift up their eyes to that hill (see Psalm 121:1),
they would be reassured by Moses’s presence
and posture. Paul urges the Thessalonians to
persist in proclaiming the gospel, and Jesus like-
wise commends the widow for her persistence

in pursuit of the justice due her. Whether they
preach or pray, the followers of Jesus need

persistence through periods of difficulty.

In today’s passage from 2 Timothy, we hear that ““all scripture is inspired.” The Greek word translat-
ed as “inspired” literally means “God-breathed.” That is, God breathes God’s own life in and through
scripture. We can see ourselves also as “God-breathed,” as God’s creation was the result of God’s
speech in Genesis, and as the Church received the Spirit from Jesus’ breath (John 20:22). God
breathes in and through these writings, and in our encounters with each other, to enliven and to trans-
form us.Using this word, Paul invites Timothy to engage with scripture, to allow it to teach, correct,
and train. Scripture is not a set of rules or an answer book, but a breath of God’s fresh air. It is the
record of flawed human beings encountering a loving yet mysterious God. It is the story of God and
humanity where we can place our life stories in dialogue with God’s story. Take a deep breath.
