TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

If there is such a thing as a Catholic
“trademark” it is the sign of the cross, first
traced on the senses of catechumens as
they begin the journey to baptism, or on
the forehead of an infant who is brought to
the doors of the church at baptism.

As early as the third century, Christians
were tracing the sign of the cross on their
bodies. At first, the cross was traced on the
forehead during times of prayer and daily
occupations. We use a similar small cross
today as we trace the cross over on the
forehead, lips, and heart at the Gospel JUNE 15™ - 19
during Mass. Much later, the full-body sign 10 AM -1 PM
traced from forehead to heart to shoulders o e

took shape, perhaps copying the priest’s

gesture of blessing with the consecrated
host during Mass. Today, this superb
baptismal gift is a sign of belonging to
Christ and the community, a way of focus-
ing our attention, of asking for God’s
blessing, of tracing on our shoulders a
willingness to find meaning in life’s
burdens. In the sign of the cross, we have
an ever-available means of expressing
gratitude for our baptism.
